


HI 101 History of Western Civilization
A survey of the chief political, economic, social, intellectual, religious, and cultural developments of the West in their historical context.  Session I.
HI 231 Montana and the West
An introductory survey of Montana’s past and its importance in the development of the West, from the period of exploration to the present.  
Session IV. 
HI/PO380 America in the Sixties
This course is an interpretive and multi-disciplinary examination of key issues and events in American history from approximately 1960 to 1974.  
Students will discuss important presidential elections and political personalities of the sixties, the civil rights movement and race relations in 
America, foreign policy and Vietnam, the rise of the counter culture, the impact of the popular media, and the changing role of women in American 
society.  A major component of this course will be the use of feature-length commercial films.  Students will examine a half-dozen popular films 
of the era in order to gain a better understanding of the issues of the sixties, and how the American public perceived those issues.  Session I.
MA 117  Difference Equations and Linear Algebra
An introductory college mathematics course in finite difference equations and linear algebra.  Topics include sequences, differences, linear and 
nonlinear equations, systems of difference equations, numerical solutions of linear and nonlinear equations, analytical techniques for solving 
linear systems using linear algebra, up through eigenvalues and eigenvectors, and an introduction to projections and regression with vectors.  
Applications from many fields are studied and the role of mathematical modeling is a central focus.   Formal computer labs will be a part of the 
course each week, with spreadsheets being the primary software involved.  This course satisfies a general liberal arts requirement for all students.   
Course fee $10.00.   Session III.
MA 207 Elementary Statistics
The basic concepts used in statistics such as measures of central tendency, variation, probability distributions and statistical inference are stressed.  
Applications are made in the social, communication, health, biological, and physical sciences. Course fee $15.00.  Session III.
NU 201/202 Fundamentals and Health Promotion/Assessment and Health Promotion.
An intensive session for eligible transfer students.    The purpose of NU 201 is to apply the nursing process while learning fundamental nursing 
skills.  The purpose of NU 202 is the acquisition of beginning level health assessment for the professional nurse.  Enrollment with permission of 
instructor only.  Special Session.  
NOTE:  Summer School Philosophy courses are taught at an introductory level, have no prerequisites, and satisfy GLAR/Core.

PHIL 101 Perspectives in Philosophy
This course acquaints students with philosophical thinking and writing, as well as some of the literature and ideas from various historical periods 
which constitute the humanities.   Session I.
PHIL 107 Ethics
An analysis of the basic moral concepts of goodness, right,  and obligation and an overview of the ways in which these concepts operate in such 
contexts as society, religion, and the law.  Applications of these discussions to contemporary more issues.  Session II.
PHIL 113 Formal Logic
The analysis and construction of arguments using strict rules which determine valid from fallacious reasoning.  Notation and procedure related to 
mathematics may be used for parts of the course.  Not recommended as a second Core course after PHIL 114 Critical Thinking.  Session III.
PHIL151 Ancient Philosophy
An examination of philosophical speculation through its origins in the Greek and Roman worlds.  Special emphasis on the idealism of Plato and 
the realism of Aristotle as the systematic foundations of Western thought.  Session I.  
PHIL 208 Bioethics
A critical examination of moral issues that arise in medicine and related fields, including the right to life, informed consent, confidentiality, 
medical experimentation, reproductive control, and allocation of scarce resources.  Case studies to help students make rationally defensible moral 
judgments in accord with sound moral principles.  Students taking this course may participate either at the scheduled class times or online through 
the Carroll website.  Please contact the instructor for more information if you are planning to take it online.   Session III.
PHYS  201  Physics I : Mechanics, Wave Motion and Sound
Introductory calculus-based physics course with emphasis on the principles of physics, for health science majors.   Prerequisite:  Proficiency in 
high school algebra and trigonometry of MA 112.  Special Session.
PHYS 202 Physics II: Thermodynamics, Electricity and Magnetism, Optics, and Modern Physics
Continuation of Physics 201.  Topics include thermal physics, electrical and magnetic phenomena, simple electrical circuits, optics and quantum 
physics.   Prerequisite:  PHYS 201.  Special Session.
PO 206 Modern Political Ideologies
An introduction to the dominant and challenging political persuasions of the modern world, including liberalism, conservatism, socialism, fascism, 
and nationalism.  The course also considers environmentalism as a developing postmodern ideology.  Session A1. 
PO 222 US Foreign Policy
An examination of the changing international perspectives, policy instruments, and processes of decision making underlying American foreign 
policy since 1945.   Major objectives include an appreciation of the complexity of interests that shape foreign policy and the development of an 
analytical capacity to evaluate the ways which US power has been projected abroad.  Session IV.
PO 289 Special Topic:  Politics and Film
A survey of American politics and culture in film.  Class time will be devoted to watching films and discussing the political themes they illuminate 
of explore.  Some of the questions that animate this course are:  What do these films reveal about American politics?  To what extent do they 
comment on specific American policies?  How can films shape our understanding of politics?  The films in this course are drawn from the broad 
history of American cinema,  including such diverse titles as Mr. Smith Goes to Washington and V for Vendetta.  Session II.
PSY  203 Developmental Psychology
An examination of the human life cycle with a focus on the behavioral processes and major influences unique to each stage of development.  
Prerequisite:  PSY 105.  Session I.
PSY 389 Special Topic:  Advanced Research Methods
This course covers correlational and experimental methodologies previously taught in PSY 309 and PSY 310.  Students will learn the major research 
methodologies and how they are applied to psychological domains.  The course will substitute for either PSY 309 or PSY 310.  Session III.  
SO/AN 218 Introduction to Native American Studies (ND)
An overview of American Indian histories, cultures, religions and philosophies.  The course examines the continuity between traditional and 
contemporary ways of life, Native American education, and American Indians in Montana.  Sessions I and II.
SO 220  Sociology of Sport
This course examines sports in American society.  It helps the student to understand the reciprocal influences between sports and our culture, 
including social values, education, socialization, deviance, minority and female athletes, and the mass media and money.  Sports is placed within 
the context of social institutions including the family, politics, economics, religion, etc.  The course is designed to be a part of the student’s 
development of a healthy, analytic view of sports and leisure that will facilitate longevity and good health.  Field experiences and observations 
will be included.  Session I.  
SO 335   Domestic Violence
Very often we see headlines of women murdered by the men they share or have shared their lives with.  Beneath this surface awareness there are 
many other cases of spouses and children battered on a regular basis or even murdered.  In this course we will examine theories that attempt 
to explain the phenomenon of domestic abuse and the status women and children occupy in our society.  We will also examine the occurrence 
of battered husbands.  Session I. 
SO 389  Gender, Health and Medicine
In this course we will use the sociological “lens” of gender to look at issues involving women’s health issues, illnesses, and medical care.  The 
field of medicine perceives the male body as the “correct” medical model the female body as “other.”  This has led to a poor understanding of 
how women experience health and illness and the medicalization of many normal female body processes, such as pregnancy and menopause.  At 
the same time, doctors are still slow to recognize diseases women experience and far too quick to diagnose them as emotionally needy and/or 
psychologically ill.  Session II. 
SO/PSY 216  Social Psychology (ND)
An introduction to and an analysis of social interaction, including the social aspects of personality, social attitudes, group behavior, and the 
influences of social institutions on individual behavior.   Prerequisite:  PSY 105 or SO 101.  Session I.
SPED 300 Introduction to Exceptional Children
The purpose of this course is to provide a broad overview of special education and the characterics and needs of children and youth with disabilities.  
Historial perspectives, legal aspects, the full range of educational exceptionalities, and teaching strategies are surveyed.  Prerequisite:  ED/PSY 
229.  Session II.  
SP 101-102 Acquisition of Spanish I and II  (GD)
Participants in these introductory seminars read, write, listen, and discuss current events as well as cultural, political, economic, and psychological 
topics.  Learners acquire vocabulary in authentic communicative contexts and build the structural foundations of the language necessary to 
understand and communicate progressively and adequately in  Spanish.   Course fee $15 for each coruse. Special Session.
SP 203-204 Acquisition of Spanish III and IV  (GD)
While continuing to pursue topics from the introductory seminars, participants begin to read Hispanic short stories and texts examining 
contemporary and historical issues in Latin America and Spain.   Students also examine language issues they have encountered in their discussions 
and compositions.  Prerequisite:  SP 102 or equivalent.    Course fee $15 for each course.   Special Session. 
SP 205 Spanish Conversation  (GD)
This course fosters and improves the student’s spoken facility with Spanish through perceptual encounters with the language and through 
each student’s actions to understand and be understood in a variety of contexts.  Instruction involves participants in extensive and intensive 
conversation, listening, and reading through active, open, and authentic diaglogue.  Prerequisite:  SP 204 or consent of instructor.  Special 
Session.  
TH 101 A,B Theological Foundations
An introduction to the study of theology in the Roman Catholic tradition.  Core aspects of theological inquiry – the Bible, the Creed, moral 
theology – enable students and faculty to jointly explore the nature of Christian faith and the embodiment of Christian faith in concrete historical 
contexts.  Sessions I and II.
TH 230   Gospel of John
This course is a historical-critical study of the fourth canonical Gospel via contemporary Judeo-Christian biblical scholarship.  Examining Its 
unique and intriguing structure, narratives, vocabulary, and stylistic features will lead students to a greater appreciation of both John and the 
Christian life in general.  Course media include lectures, readings, discussion, and audio-visual presentations.  Lovers of great literature and/or 
profound spiritualities will want to “come and see.”  Session I. 
TH 289A Special Topic:  American Cinema and the Catholic Imagination
In this course students will study four American filmmakers (Frank Capra, John Ford, Francis Ford Coppola, Martin Scorsese) and how their films 
express a Catholic imagination formed in their childhood.  Not all of these filmmakers retained an active Catholic faith into adulthood.  However, 
students will explore how Catholicism as a culture continues to resonate in their films through ideas such as sacramentality, mediation, and 
communion.  Students will also study how these concepts are shaped by the distinguishing cultural expressions of Catholicism brought to America 
by the Italian and Irish forebears of these filmmakers.  By viewing such classic movies as The Searchers, It’s a Wonderful Life, The Godfather, and 
Taxi Driver students will study how these directors present a distinctly Catholic vision of America.  Session I.
TH 289B Special Topic:  Theology and Science
This course examines how and why the relation of Theology and Science has taken shape in the history of Christianity,  particularly in its becoming 
problematic since the rise of modernity.  This requires a critical reflection upon philosophical positioning of these disciplines, drawing out important 
differences in “truth and method” while seeking a non-reductive dialogue.  Based on these philosophical underpinnings, a theological re-thinking 
of God (“after Darwin”) will be explored, both in its opportunities and challenges for contemporary Christian faith.  Session II. 
TH 289C Special Topic:  Theology and Film
In this course students will study the various ways that theology and film interact with one another; the manner with which film has been studied 
for theological themes as well as the influence of the religious imagination in the cinema.  Students will view and analyze a variety of films from 
a cross-section of world cinema.  Session II.
THT 348 History of Film
An overview of the history of film from its beginnings in the late 19th Century through its exciting growth into the most popular performing art 
of this century, including a study of film’s social impact, stars, directors, business management history, and recent video revolution.  The course 
will also offer viewing selections of many of the great films of cinematic literature.  Course fee $40.00  Session II.

Course 
Descriptions

AS 102  Astronomy
An introduction to astronomy for the non-science major.  The course begins with an historical development of astronomy and a qualitative account 
of relevant principles of science.  Topics include the tools of astronomy, the solar system, stars and stellar evolution, the Milky Way, extragalactic 
astronomy, cosmology, and life in the universe.  This class involves participation in evening observing sessions.  Course fee $20.00.  Includes lab 
and satisfies Core Natural Science requirement.  Session I. 
AS 189 Special Topic:  American Indian Astronomy and Star Lore (ND)
This course will study the astronomy and star lore of American Indian cultures.  We will examine how they used the sky for both practical purposes, 
such as fixing a calendar and for navigation, and for spiritual purposes, creating constellations and mythology, in order to understand the world 
they lived in.   Topics will include the motion of the stars, sun, moon, and planets as visible to the naked eye, astronomies of Pueblo cultures in 
the southwest, of the Navajo, of the Maya and other Mesoamerican cultures, or the Plains Indians, of Mississippian cultures, sun worship traditions 
of the southeast, and Inuit astronomy in the arctic.    Session II. 
BA 307 Investment Strategies
Individual stock selection, when to buy, when to sell, market timing (fundamental vs. technical vs. psychological vs. contrarian approaches), the 
economy, and the stock market.  Portfolio analysis via stocks, bonds, treasuries, CDs, money market funds, mutual funds, options, real estate, 
and precious metals.  Session I.
BA360  Accounting and Finance Information Systems
This course will acquaint students with accounting and finance software packages and the potential uses of computer applications in accounting 
or finance situations.  Students will complete a variety of accounting problems using the computer.  Prerequisites:  BA203-204.   May be taken 
for credit two times.  Session I.
BA 365 Advanced Spreadsheet Applications
This course is designed to assist students in the development of proficiency in using spreadsheet software such as Excel for making business 
decisions.  Students will build templates for analyzing a variety of business problems.  Session II. 
BA 375  Fundamentals of Management
An introduction to effective management practices, including planning, staffing,  organizing, leading, and controlling organizational functions.  
Session I.
BA 378 Real Estate Principles
This course is structured to give the student a thorough understanding of the basic concepts of real estate, including but not limited to, law and 
ethics, financing, valuation and mathematics.  This course meets the State of Montana 60-hour requirement for licensure.   Special Session.
BA 380 E-Commerce.  
This course is designed to expose students to the multi-faceted aspects of electronic commerce.  The course will integrate the different business 
disciplines found in electronic commerce such as accounting, finance, marketing, law, and management.  Students will develop skills in analyzing 
and formulating electronic commerce business solutions.  Issues in security, risk management, control, technology, and regulations will be 
explored.  Session I.
BA 410   Business Policy
Capstone course for business majors.  Students apply the lessons learned from courses in accounting, business and economics to contemporary 
problems in business.  Analysis includes tools and techniques learned in the business curricula.  Investigation of issues is accomplished in a case 
approach context.  Prerequisites:  all core business courses and senior standing.  Sessions I and II.
BI 102   Human Biology  
An introduction to the fundamental principles common to all living organisms.  Presents biological principles using human systems as a study 
model including cell biology, genetics, and physiology.  Includes lab.  A course for non-biology majors.  Special Session.
BI 225 Field Ornithology
Early morning field trips to a variety of local habitats will be scheduled most days of the workshop.  Emphasis on field identification, ecology, 
and behavior of Montana birds.  Meets Core Natural Science requirement.  Students will need a copy of Birds of Montana by Stan Tekiela and a 
good working pair of binoculars.  Course fee $15.  Session II.  
CH 111 Essentials of Chemistry
A course in the fundamentals of general inorganic chemistry.  Principal topics include atomic structure, atomic-molecular description of matter, 
solutions, and equilibrium; and basic calculations and measurements.  Special Session.
CH 112 Essentials of Chemistry:  Organic and Biochemistry
A course in the fundamentals of organic and biochemistry.  Principle topics include nomenclature; chemistry of functional groups; structures and 
reactions of fats, carbohydrates, proteins, enzymes, and nucleic acids.  No laboratory.  Prerequisite:  CH 111 or CH 101-102.   Session II.
Cisco CCNA Exam Prep
This non-credit workshop will provide students who have completed the majority of study toward Cisco’s entry level computer network certification 
exam (CCNA) to review the material required to pass the exam.  Special Session.  Cost:  $225/student. 
CO101A/B/C/D  Basic Communication
The study of life-enhancing communication principles such as listening, conflict management, and gender communication.  Also includes training 
in public speaking.  Sessions I, II, III and IV.    Classes in Sessions II, III and IV will meet on a “flex schedule” that will be determined after the 
first class meeting, based on the needs of the students.  
CO 165   TV Production I
An introduction to television production that focuses on the principles and processes that tie pictures, sound, and script together.  Through 
critical analysis, the student will understand how messages are successfully crafted, targeted, and delivered in television and film.   Prerequisite:  
CO 101.  Session I.  
CO 206 Small Group Communication
The study of group communication processes.  Students will learn group communication theory and then apply that theory through in-class group 
games and out-of-class group projects.  Session I.
CO 225 Professional Communication
An advanced course in public speaking with practical  career-training emphasis, this course is aimed at preparing students to make polished 
public presentations.  The course will include units on listening, job interviewing, and public speaking for professionals.  Prerequisite:  CO 101 
or consent of the instructor.  Course fee $20.00.  Session I.
CO 279  Special Topic:  Arts Journalism: Writing About Movies (WI)
Students will learn to write film reviews by watching fine films and studying the work of the nation’s best film writers – present and past.   
Session I.
CO 280 Gender Communication (ND)
Examination of interactive relationships between gender and communication in contemporary American society.  Course will explore ways that 
communication creates and perpetuates gender roles and how socially created gender roles are enacted in public and private settings.  Students 
will connect research to everyday lives.  Session I.
CO 308  Communication Ethics
Course seeks to deepen insights into ethical issues arising on all frontiers of communication, ranging from small groups to news media.  Students 
will read case studies of ethical crises and learn to apply philosophical and religious ethical principles to those crises.  Prerequisite:  junior 
standing or consent of instructor.  Session II.  
CS 103 Instructional Media and Technology
This course is intended for students seeking teacher certification.  Students will develop an understanding of how the microcomputer and other 
instructional technology can be used to enhance teaching.  In addition, students will create audiovisual media and incorporate audiovisual media 
techniques in lesson and unit planning.  No prior knowledge of computers or other technology is assumed.  Course Fee $25.00.   Session I.    
EC 489 Special Topic:  Econometrics.
Session II.
ED 205  Classroom Management
This course is designed to help the student in developing a knowledge base and skills in the area of classroom management.  Both group and 
individual behavior management techniques will be addressed.  Session IV.
ED 212 Teaching of Mathematics in the Elementary School
An inspection of the scope and sequence of the elementary curriculum and possible models for classroom structure, identification of resource 
materials and teaching aids and an emphasis on the techniques and methods in teaching problem solving skills.   Each student must make a 
classroom presentation with emphases on drill and the use of concrete aids to help teach a particular skill from the elementary curriculum.  
Prerequisite:  MA 201-202. Session I.
ED 312 Elementary Science and Social Studies
A course designed to help the preservice teacher develop a defensible rationale for making curricular and instructional decisions concerning the 
substance of instruction, techniques of instruction, and evaluation practices as unique to the teaching of elementary social studies and science.  
This course combines lecture and laboratory in which students will study science and social studies curricula, the planning and design of hands-
on activities and materials, and teaching both content and process.  In addition, students will be exposed to the metric system of measurement.  
Prerequisites:  Courses in the physical, life and earth sciences.  Course fee $15.00.  Session II.
ED 329 Music Education in the Elementary School
This course is designed to prepare the elementary teacher to incorporate music into the classroom setting.  Students will learn the fundamentals 
of music,  develop music skills, and survey music teaching methods.  The course includes a study of musical concepts, repertoire of children’s 
songs, and basic skills on classroom instruments.  Students will need a guitar for the class.  Course fee $5.00.   Session IV.
ED 412 Measurement and Assessment in Teaching
This course will look at the role of measurement and assessment in the instructional process.  Classroom tests and standardized tests will be 
analyzed.  Gathering, administering, and interpreting assessment data will be examined.   Prerequisite:  A grade of “C” or better in ED 309 or 
ED 325 and admission to the department, if required.  In addition, the Teacher Development Portfolio will be assessed as part of the course 
requirements.   Session II.
ED/PSY 229      Educational Psychology
A study of the psychological theories and principles that affect teaching and learning in educational environments.  The focus of this course 
is on the theories and methods associated with the process of learning as well as the application of this knowledge in a variety of classroom 
environments.  Prerequisite:  PSY 105 or PSY 227 or PSY 228.  Session I.
ENLT 215A British Literature 1800 - Present
A study of our British literary heritage from the Age of Revolution, the Victorian Age, and the Modern and Postmodern Ages.  Principal genres 
include the novel, essay, drama, short fiction, and poetry.  Representative authors include the Romantic poets, Jane Austen, the Brontes, the 
Brownings, Charles Dickens, George Eliot, Thomas Hardy, George Bernard Shaw, Joseph Conrad, James Joyce, William Butler Yeats, Virginia Woolf, 
T.S. Eliot, Samuel Beckett, and Tom Stoppard.  Prerequisite:   ENWR 102.  Satisfies Core literature requirement.  Session A1.
ENLT 215B  Tolkien in Film and Literature
This course looks at the work of J.R.R. Tolkien in film and literature.  We will start out reading the Hobbit, The Fellowship of the Ring, and several 
short works by J.R.R. Tolkien.  Then we will screen major sequences of Peter Jackson’s brilliant film adaptation of The Lord of the Rings to see 
how he adapted these works to film.  At the same time, we will study many myths that underlie Tolkien’s works, the worlds of hobbits, dwarfs, 
elves, wizards, and various sub-human and ghoulish spirits, paying particular attention to the epic struggle between the forces of darkness and 
light for control of Middle Earth.  Satisfies Core literature requirement.  Session I.
ENLT  215C Shakespeare and Film
While Shakespeare’s legacy appears most fully in live theater and classrooms throughout the nation, his impact on film has been wide-ranging and 
important.  In this course, students will read plays such as Richard III, Taming of the Shrew, Romeo and Juliet, Hamlet, and Macbeth.  In conjunction 
with reading these plays, students will view selections from a variety of film versions, ranging from the 1930s to the present, and including films 
that are both faithful to Shakespeare’s scripts and loose adaptations of them.  Fulfill Core requirement for literature.  Session I.
ENLT 215D The Hero in Film and Literature
This course focuses on the hero throughout the ages around the world.  We will examine every imaginable aspect of the hero in a wide variety of 
literature and film – works as different as The Gilgamesh Epic; Andrew Adamson’s The Chronicles of Narnia: The Lion, the Witch, and the Wardrobe; 
the story of Theseus and the Minotaur; Spider Man; Odysseus’ Descent in the Underworld in The Odyssey; Beowulf’s Struggle with both Grendel and 
Grendel’s Mother; The Matrix movies; and so on.  We’ll look at the hero/heroine’s birth, initiation, quest, descent into the Underworld, resurrection, 
and rebirth as well as the universal mythic meanings of the heroic narrative.  Satisfies Core literature requirement.  Session II.  
ENWR 102 College Composition
A preparation for students to write within the larger academic community.  It includes techniques of library research, a formal research paper, and 
a combination of lectures and small-group classroom discussion.  Meets Core Foundation composition requirement.   Session III.  
ENWR 305  Technical Writing (WI)
The study and practice of writing for the sciences and technology.  Introduction to the practice of writing functional prose to produce technical 
definitions, process analyses, description of mechanisms, technical proposals, laboratory reports, field reports and formal research reports.  Course 
includes two assignments that have a deadline three weeks after the end of the class.  Prerequisite:  ENWR 102.  Session I.  
ENWR 347  Creative Writing Genres and Modes:  Imaginative Writing  (WI)
A unique summer course developed for students interested in investigating imagination and in the opportunity for being inspired to explore 
their imagination in writing.  The course takes advantage of the beautiful summer nights of July and of the many interesting locations in 
Helena.  Each night a different form of imaginative writing is considered such as fantasy, science fiction, mythology, folk tales, political writing, 
and spiritual writing.  The class travels to a different location each night where students can spend time in solitary imaginings and in creative 
writing. Session IV.
